Sharon opened the meeting and welcomed everyone in attendance. She also confirmed that there were no agenda items.

· Mrs Boyle confirmed that she had not received any new applications for parent council membership.
· Halloween fun day went ahead; the only complaint was the noise level at the disco. It was discussed that the way forward in future may be to have an external company come in and arrange the fund day/disco to allow for games etc.
· P7 have been doing athletics whilst P6 have swimming and rugby, Mrs Boyle confirmed they have asked for further lessons that will be paid through PEF.
· The Christmas fayre was discussed; due to the low Parent Council members it was agreed that the usual Christmas fayre would be incorporated within the Christmas Café that will be held on 17th and 18th of December. There will be four performances held over the two days at a cost of £2.50 per ticket and it will include tea or coffee and a mince pie. 
· Parent Council will still have stalls at each performance and Sharon will gather details on who is available for each performance and who is staffing each stall.
· It was agreed that each family can purchase a maximum of two tickets initially. Any unsold tickets will be available to purchase on a first come first served basis at a later date. A letter will be posted on parent portal shortly confirming all the necessary information.
· It was confirmed that Parent Council have paid the cost for the pantomime instead of the selection boxes.
· It was agreed that we want to purchase two urns and a popcorn machine at the cost of £337.98. This will be paid from the refund of the BBQ. Sharon confirmed that she will borrow the industrial teapots.
· Christmas lunch will be served on 10th December.
· A raffle of £100 will be drawn at each show performance and a grand prize raffle of £250 will be drawn at the final performance.
· Christmas let will be cancelled however, the other date will be changed to 9th December for the Parent Council prep.
· Map will be provided at the next meeting.
· Mrs Boyle confirmed that the sustainability and charity ambassadors arrange any food bank collections.
· Discussions were held in relation to a ladies day on 26th February 2026 or 6th March 2026, no final decisions were made.
